Fiscal Years 2008 - 2010

Final-July 17, 2009
Indiana will establish one new, sustainable independent living service provider in an area of the state that is unserved by existing state and/or federally funded Centers for Independent Living (CIL), contingent on the availability of funds. The new independent living service provider will be required to become self supporting within the first two years of initial operation, and must be structured to comply with the definition, standards, assurances, and indicators established for Part C funded Centers for Independent Living. 

Part C Recovery Act funds will be distributed to existing Part C funded CILs in amounts determined by using the percentage derived from the Formula Funding Allocation Model*  tool that has been adopted by the SILC. 

Please Note: The Formula Funding Allocation Model*  tool referenced above identifies the projected amounts needed to fully fund  CIL services in each county of the state, regardless of how many CILs serve any particular county. Therefore, in cases where counties are served by more than one CIL, the percentage used to calculate the distribution of Part C funds referenced in paragraphs two and three above will be divided equally between the CILs that serve these counties. The calculation used to obtain the percentages identified in paragraphs two and three above will be computed by: (a) adding the full funding level in 2009 dollars for all counties served by existing Part C funded CILs, as derived from the Formula Funding Allocation Model* tool, (b) dividing this total by the full funding level in 2009 dollars for counties within the established service areas of each existing CIL. 

Unserved Indiana Counties - Indiana counties that are unserved by Centers for Independent Living include: 

Bartholomew, Benton, Brown, Carroll, Cass, Clark, Clinton, Dearborn, Dubois, Elkhart, Floyd, Fountain, Fulton, Harrison, Jasper, Jefferson, Jennings, LaPorte, Marshall, Miami, Montgomery, Newton, Ohio, Owen, Perry, Posey, Pulaski, Ripley, Scott, Spencer, St. Joseph, Starke, Switzerland, Tippecanoe, Tipton, Vanderburgh, Wabash, Warren, Warrick, and White counties.

Underserved Indiana Counties - Based on the Formula Funding Allocation Model* tool adopted by the SILC, all Indiana counties are underserved to varying degrees.  (see map)

Underserved counties: Lake, Porter, LaGrange, Steuben, Kosciusko, Noble, DeKalb, Whitley, Allen, Huntington, Wells, Adams, Jay, Howard, Grant, Blackford, Madison, Delaware, Randolph, Henry, Wayne, Rush, Fayette, Union, Decatur, Franklin, Boone, Hamilton, Hendricks, Marion, Hancock, Morgan, Johnson, Shelby, Vermillion, Parke, Putnam, Vigo, Clay, Monroe, Lawrence, Jackson, Orange, Washington, Crawford, Sullivan, Greene, Knox, Daviess, Martin, Gibson, & Pike counties.
